WARNING! Volcanic Activity at Mt. Tokachidake

Mt. Tokachidake’s VVolanic Alert Level has been increased
from Level 1 (normal)to Level 2 (Do not approach)

e Mt. Tokachidake has seen increased volcanic and seismic activity in recent days, and
the Japan Meteorological Agency has issued a Volcanic Alert Level 2, which imposes
an Off-Limits Zone within a 1km radius of the area known as the Mt. Tokachidake 62-2
crater.

e This Off-Limits Zone includes the hiking trail between the Mt. Tokachidake Evacuation
Shelter (located on the hiking path originating at Bogakudai, Biei) towards the mountain
summit, so please do not approach the mountains from this area.

e The Mt. Tokachidake summit is not within the 1km radius Off-Limits Zone, and can still
be approached from the hiking trails that originate from Tokachidake-Onsen hot springs.
The hiking trail from Fukiage-Onsen hot springs to Mt. Sandanyama is also open.
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Note: There is no restriction to the Tokachidake-Onsen and Fukiage-Onsen areas.
